The functions of student goverament in
William Jewell College are described in the
Student Constitution. A Senatc, composed of
certain class  officers, represents the student
body in all official matters.

Collins Hufft, asenior and letterman in the field
events in track as well as the star fullback on the
1934 football team, found himself unable to com-
pete with the squad which elected him captain.
Collins' speciality was the discus throw, but he
was also a contender in the javelin throw.

Chrane Captain-Elect 1936

Frank Chrane merited being chosen captain for
1936 by proving himself not only Jewell's out-
standing cinder satellite, but also one of the best
in thestate. Chrane runs the 100 yd., 220 yd., and
440 yd. dashes and anchor manon the relay team.
The fact that he made more points than the rest
of his team-mates in the past season’s competition
stands as proof of his versatility and ability.

His performance against Ottawa in running the
100 yd. dash in 9.8 equalled the M.C.A.U. record
but since it was a non-conference meet he is not
entitled to share the honor of tying that record.
Chrane’s biggest feac of the season was besting
Edmonds of Westminster in the century at the
State Meet, Edmonds had not previously been
beaten in that event over a period of 4 years of
conference competition.

Summary of 1935 Season

Chrane and Morales were the only consistent
point winners.  Morales is almost as versatile as
Chrane, being a competitor in the broad and high
jumps, pole vault, and a dependable utility man

in the relays. After tying for fist at Ottawa and
placing sixth at the K. U. Relays, Morales’ superi-
ority in the high jump was virtually unchallenged
for the remainder of the season.

Richard Stirk, Lindon Maddox, Clark Whistler,
Walter Wilson, _]amés Smith, Lynn Solomon, and
Bob Bowles were the others to letter besides
Chrane and Morales. Stirk won his sweater in the
880 yd. dash and the relay races. Whistler, Smith,
and Maddox lettered in the distance runs. Bowles
and Solomon earned their sweaters in the hurdle
events. In the discus throw, shot put, and javelin
throw the Cardinals were woefully weak, receiving
only two seconds aud several thirds during the
entire season in these events.

Jewell—66 1-3, Ottawa—64 2-3

Slashing through slightly chilled air the William
Jewell track team nosed out Ottawa University in
the first dual meet of the 1936 season on April 6.
This is the first victory in track that Jewell has
won in several seasons and marks an auspicious
start for the season. Captain Frank Chrane came
through in his pet events and won the 100-yard
dash and the 220-yard dash. Coulter Cunningham
was high point man for Jewell with thirtcen
points, winning in the quarter and half-mile
races and a second place in the 100-yard dash.
Solomon, Morales, Whistler won firsts and other
point winners were B. Bowles, Sigmon, Burech,
Martin, and C. Bowles.

Tennis Championship

Tennis Team Preserves William Jewell
Athletic Tradition ’

Three state championships and one second
place in the last two years is the tournament
record of the Jewell varsity tennis men. A glance
ac the last few years’ record of the tennis team
shows that it has played no small part in keeping
Jewell's record of having won more athletic
championships than any other college in the state
intact.

The 1935 squad was captained by Ed. Mon-
roe and coached by R. E. Bowles, Thetimely ad-
vice of Coach Bowles at the conference tourna-
ment at Fulton was a factor which enabled Captain
Monroe to sweep through the singles play and
finish the season without a defeat.  The varsity
netmen advanced to the state tournament with the
distinction of having lost only onedual meet.In
regard to this loss to Central it should be noted
that Jewell trounced Missouri Valley 4 to 2, and
Valley later even more thoroughly “mopped up’
Central 5 o 1, all of which indicates that Jewell
had an “off day” when they played Central.

As a further indication of Jewell's consistent
superiority on the courts their schedule for 1936

has been enlarged and the schedule for the spring
of 1937 will be furcher enlarged according to
Coach Bowles and Captain Monroe.  The enlarged
schedule will include Wentworth, Missouri Uni-
versity, Kansas State College, and other schools.

Captain Ed. Monroe Captures the Missouri
College Conference Singles Title

Beteering the  brilliant record of his former
doubles partner and co-holder of the state doub-
les championship, Ward  Wiley, Captain Ed.
Monroe swept through the singles division of the.
state tournament in his sophomore year. Ward
Wiley, former Captain, captured the singles title
for the first time as a junior. It is to the scrappy
linde player, Captain Monroe and  Simrall that
looks Jewell for repeution of the tennis cham-
pionships in the state tournament,

On May 17 and 18 the 1935 tennis ourni-
ment of the M.C.A.U. Conference was held at
Westminster College in Fulton.  Ed. Monroc and
Keller Bell entered the singles tournament and
both advanced to the semi-finals in opposite brack-
ets.

Bell defeated Logan of Drury in the second
round but fell before the accurate strokes of Repps
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Tennis

of Westminster in the semi-final round 0-6, 2-6.

Monroe defeated Long of Missouri Valley in
the first round 6-1, 6-3. In the second round
Monroe repeated with a victory over Boettner of
Tarkio 6-2, 6-3, and in the semi-finals turned back
Chriswell, Drury's ranking singles player by a
score of 6-2, 6-0. Repps and Monroe moved on.
to the courts before noon Saturday morning for
the state singles finals. By noon Jewell's Monroe
had driven, lobbed, and chopped his way-to the
climax of a thrilling battle. It was a beautifully placed
cross court drive out of the reach of Repps that
ended the match by the score of 7-5, 6-2. Repps
had previously defeated Carl Frank, a favorite of
Missouri Valley in the quarter-finals. Frank had
defeated Dugger, Central’s ranking singles player,
in the first round.

Jewell Doubles Team Defeated In Finals

Bell and Monroe advanced to the finals in
doubles play by turning back Culver-Stockton in
the first round and the team from Tarkio in the
semi-finals. In the finals the Jewell team met
Schoene and Holland of Central and after holding
a big lead of 6-4, 4-2 fell behind and lost the
doubles championship in three sets, 6-4, 5-7, 4-6.

A tophy was given for the singles champion-
ship in addition to a gold medal.  Silver medals

were reccived by the Jewell team for being second
in doubles.
