Department was a two week field trip to
Jamaica during the interim period be-
tween semesters.

For Marketing

Additions to the Business and Eco-
nomic department this year include a
new professor and new equipment. Mr.
Bruce Thatcher, of the Vendo Corpora-
tion joined the business staff and served
as the instructor for the marketing
class.

On the equipment side of it, the
department received three new elec-
tronic calculators and two overhead
projectors. The projectors were used in
such courses as Professor Bugera's
Economic classes where he presented
his illustrative material to the students.

Field work was also required this
year. In the Public Finance course,
students were obligated to study financ-
ing and the functions of welfare, public
health, school districts, and other
business organizations. Through this re-
search and through field trips. It was
expected that students should learn to
critically analyze economic and business
cases according to their merits.

Combined

Two semesters in one was the
principle behind this year’s curriculum
changes in the Religion Department.
